This Anti-Mafia movement was founded in 2004 by a group of young people under one slogan: an entire people which pays pizzo is a people without dignity. “Pizzo” this is the Italian name for protection money, a sort of "extorted tax" imposed by the Mob.
 

The strategy used by Addiopizzo in its work is wholly innovative: ethical consumerism against the pizzo. People's selective purchases support businesses which do not give in to the extortionate demands of the Mafia and openly side against them.

 

Addiopizzo urges society to commit to change and encourages a collective cultural revolution against the Mafia.
Addiopizzo Travel

The tour operator Addiopizzo Travel emerged as a branch of Addiopizzo; an extension of the ethical consumer strategy against  the pizzo it specifically targets the tourism sector.

For its tours, Addiopizzo Travel only uses businesses that do not pay pizzo.  They are owners of hotels, B&Bs, restaurants, farms and transport agencies who have made the brave decision to rebel against the Mafia.
Addiopizzo Travel wants to show its guests the real face of Sicily, above and beyond stereotypes and tourist traps, giving an opportunity to understand, first hand, the most important moments, people and places of the Anti-Mafia movement. 

An example of an “anti-mafia tour”: Palermo No Mafia
"Palermo No Mafia" is a new way to discover the city, accompanied by a local guide. You will learn about the Mafia and the civil antimafia movement whilst walking through the picturesque historic centre.  

Starting from the magnificent Teatro Massimo, symbol of the rebirth of Palermo after the terrible years of the Mafia violence, we will explore the traditional open-air market, stop at the memorial dedicated to the victims of the Mafia, discuss about the role of the Catholic Church in front of the Cathedral, mention the corrupted politicians as well as the ones who have been fighting the  Mob at the City Hall, pass through the area where the community focuses its efforts for social and cultural change. The tour ends at Antica Focacceria San Francesco, one of the oldest restaurants in Palermo, famous for "street food" as well as for the courage of its owners who spoke out against extortion.

Every stop is a cause for reflection, a chance to mull over the realities of the Mafia and learn about the people who stood up against the Mafioso power. You will meet shopkeepers who have said NO to the protection money, hear their stories and learn why they decided to act for the change.
